The singers selected at the auditions will work
with Paul-Emile Fourny, opera director, Valérie
Guillorit, singing teacher at the Conservatoire
Royal Supérieur of Amsterdam and at the
CNSMD of Paris and Knut Jacques and
Bertille Monsellier, pianists repetiteurs.

They will prepare either a short opera or large
extracts from an 18th or 19th Century opera in
preparation of the two public performances sung
August 8 and 9, 2012 on Yeu Island. These will
be followed on August 10 by a private concert
when the soloists may sing arias of their choice.

The singers have all their expenses paid
(ferry, board and lodging, tuition fees and
bicycle) on the island by Escales Lyriques.

They must make their own way to Fromentine
(70 km south of Nantes), the harbour where the
ferry docks.

The selection of the candidates will take place at
the auditions held from March 30 to April 1st
2012 in Paris.
